SUBMISSION GUIDELINES 

Papers, tutorial, workshop, and panel discussion proposals are welcome. 

Accepted papers are published in an ACM recognized, double-blind peer reviewed journal—
the Journal of Computing Sciences in Colleges, and included in the ACM Digital Library.  
Only those works that are presented at the conference will appear in the ACM digital library. 

Submit a blind* copy of the entire paper (publication limit:  6 single-spaced 12-point font pages), 
or extended abstracts of panels, tutorials or workshops (must fill and fit within 1.5 hour 
scheduling slot), electronically (Word or PDF only), using the following site:

Pre-registration fees for presenters are due at notification of acceptance for publication. 
 
STUDENT RESEARCH CONTEST 
 
Student entries in the research contest must have original content.  Submit a 1-2 page abstract by 
September 18, 2015. Authors of accepted abstracts will give poster presentations on Friday 
afternoon.  Following the poster session, the judges will identify the 5 finalists.  Each finalist will 
then give a 15-minute formal presentation.This event is open to students who were 
undergraduates in the previous spring semester.
